MINUTES - BOARD OF APPEAL – EQUALIZTION

ORONOCO TOWNSHIP

APRIL 19, 2011
On April 19, 2011 at 6:00 pm the Board of Appeal and Equalization of the Township of Oronoco in Olmsted County, Minnesota had a meeting for the purpose of reviewing and correcting the assessment of Oronoco Township for 2012 tax values. 

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance, by chairman, Mark Thein. Supervisors Richard Lyke and Neil Stolp and clerk, Judy Haglund were present. 

Appraisers, Julie Hackman and Tom Geodken from Olmsted County were present to answer questions from the residents of Oronoco Township. 

Ervin Devlaeminck inquired about having his property classed back to AG instead of RV. 
The tax rate stays the same, but may have more opportunities at AG. Must produce ag product for sale or put at least ten acres into CRP or other farm program to be reclassified to AG.

Clinton Wittlief questioned why his valuation jumped $20,000.00 (would have been from last year tax). He says there has not been any change in eight years. Neil Stolp made a motion to “no change” and have Tom Geodken look at the property. Mark Thein seconded, motion carried. If an agreement between Wittlief and Tom cannot be reached, Wittlief can go before the county board. 
Michelle Nietz contacted Tom (she is in Florida and could not make the meeting) about the value on the Nietz property. Both rental houses are in poor condition. Neil Stolp made a motion “no change” and Richard Lyke seconded. Motion carried. Tom has a meeting set up with Michelle Nietz on May 10 for review. If they cannot reach an agreement, she can go before the couonty board.

Duane Koenig contacted Tom questioning the acres in the quarry. Tom looked at the property and adjusted from thirty acres to seven acres.

Allen  Zinsmeister contacted Tom-questioning the value of his property. After review they came to an agreement and Tom adjusted the property value.

Mark Thein made a motion to approve the action taken on Duane Koeing and Allen Zinsmeister properties. Richard Lyke seconded, motion carried.

At 6:30 pm, Neil Stolp made a motion to adjourn and Mark Thein seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.
