
MINUTES


MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING


JANUARY 3, 2011
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on January 3, 2011 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke, and treasurer, Kim Stanton were present as well as the clerk.    

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the December 6, 2010 minutes, Richard Lyke  seconded. Motion passed.
The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the year to date “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of December 31, 2010 receipts $474,542.36 and disbursements $467,906.47 with an ending balance of  $864,522.96. Kim will check with the bank regarding coverage of the Township assets. A CD decision will be made at the February meeting. As of the end of the year, there are $185.00 in outstanding checks. Mark Thein made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Richard Lyke seconded. Motion passed.
The agenda was set as presented. 

There was not an OPAC meeting in December. It was canceled due to the snow storm. 
First Responders reported six township runs. A check for $91.70 from pull tabs was presented.     
After review of the explanation from Rochester Sand & Gravel regarding the charges for the Shorewood Lane blacktopping project, Mark Thein made a motion to pay bills including the $5,000.00 to Rochester Sand & Gravel as presented. Neil Stolp seconded. Motion passed. Rochester Sand & Gravel agreed to meet with Sheldon King in the spring to assess damages to his concrete driveway. 
Mark Thein made a motion to approve the “Petition and Waiver Agreement, Oronoco Township, Bituminous Surfacing of Shorewood Land and Shorewood Circle NE” as drawn up by attorney, Fred Suhler and signed by the twelve landowners.  Neil Stolp seconded. Motion carried 3-0. The clerk will notify Fred Suhler. 

Old Business

Tabled from the December meeting, Don (Bill) Harreld requesting a cartway. At the request of Mr. Harreld, the decision has been tabled until the May 2011 meeting. 
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Karl Schuller, tabled from the December meeting. At the request of Mr. Schuller, the decision of sharing in the blacktop cost is tabled until the February 7, 2011 meeting.
There was discussion regarding the CAPX2020 project. Since the township has not heard back from the attorney, Mark Thein will be contacting him to see if there has been any progess.  

Neil discussed his progress with FEMA. He has been completing all the necessary paperwork with the pictures and dollar amount on file. He has not had a response as of this meeting. He has been reporting to Gary Pederson as well. After discussion, it was decided that if there is no response soon, a personal visit will be in order. 
A letter has gone out to the King’s Park landowners from Sheila Craig, Community Sewage Treatment Facilitator, inviting them to an informational meeting on January 18, 2011 at 7:00 pm at the Oronoco City Hall. The purpose of the meeting is to help resolve sewage issues. Neil and Richard will attend the meeting. 

Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn, and Richard Lyke seconded. Motion carried.
