MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING


MARCH 7, 2011
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on March 7, 2011 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke and treasurer, Kim Stanton were present as well as the clerk. 
Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the February 7, 2011 minutes, Mark Thein seconded. Motion passed.
The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the year to date “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of February 28, 2011 receipts for 2011 $8860.14 and disbursements $61,216.12 with an ending balance of $810,166.98. Up for discussion at the Annual Meeting will be what should be done with the exiting CDs.  Mark Thein made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Richard Lyke seconded. Motion passed.
The agenda was set as presented with the addition of George Vallejo.  

Paige Collins reported for OPAC. There were no applications, therefore, no February meeting. However, Richard and Paige met with concerned residents regarding the CAPX 2020 projects. They would like to add a tab to the Township web site with information and possibly send out postcards to the residents with information. OPAC has invited  attorney, Timothy Keane to the March 21 meeting, but have not received a response. They would like to hire Jeff Broberg to do an Environmental Impact Statement. Farmington Township will be working along with Oronoco Township to put the word out “NO CAPX”.    
First Responders reported seven township runs. A check for $7.50 from pull tabs was presented.     
A motion was made by Mark Thein to pay the bills, and Neil Stolp seconded. Motion passed. 

George Vallejo will update the web site with CAPX tab and calendar of events. He will update the fire permit applications on-line. He reported that Jan 2011 had 271 , Feb 244 and Mar 67 (to date)new unique visitors. The web site is frequently visited.

The location is E ½ of the NE ¼ of Section 5, Oronoco Township.
After discussion, a motion was made by Neil Stolp to approve Metes and Bounds Subdivision #OR2011-001MB and Mark Thein seconded. Motion carried 3-0.

Metes and Bounds Subdivision #OR2011-002MB
Dennis Seims, Trustee, 4459 130th St NW, Mazeppa, MN  55956, applicant, is requesting to split an approximate 72 acre farm into two farms due to the estate resolution. The location is SE ¼ of the NW ¼ and the SW ¼ of the NE ¼ of Section 5, Oronoco Township.

Metes and Bounds Subdivision #OR2011-003MB

Dennis Seims, Trustee, 4459 130th St NW, Mazeppa, MN 55956, applicant, is requestin a lot line shift to make an approximate 32 acre non-farm parcel a 35 acre farm for the purpose of lot line shift of tract “B”. The location is SW ¼ of the NW ¼ of Section 5, Oronoco Township. 

After discussion, Mark Thein made a motion to approve Metes and Bounds Subdivision #OR2011-002MB and #OR2011-003MB. Neil Stolp seconded, motion carried 3-0.
