
MINUTES


MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING


APRIL 4, 2011
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The election of the 2011-2012 chairman of the board resulted in Mark Thein receiving two votes and Neil Stolp one vote. Mark Thein agreed to accept the position. 

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on Arpil 4, 2011 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke and treasurer, Kim Stanton were present as well as the clerk. 
Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the March 7, 2011 minutes, Richard Lyke seconded. Motion passed.
The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the year to date “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of March 31, 2011 receipts $31,071.03 and disbursements $85,706.60 with an ending balance of $809,887.39.  Kim conferred with the MN Association of Townships regarding the limit covered under the FDIC in the Pine Island Bank. He was advised that he could split CD’s between two banks or if the present bank will cover 110% of the difference the funds could stay. Kim will check with Pine Island Bank. Mark Thein made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Richard Lyke seconded. Motion passed.
The agenda was set as presented..  

Paige Collins reported for OPAC. Consultants, Jeff Broberg of McGhie Betts Environmental Services, Inc., Attorney Tim Keane of Malkerson, Gunn, Martin, and Bill Smith of Biko Associates (a land-use planning firm) were there to answer questions of concern to the residents affected by the potential route of the CAPX2020 power line. Jeff Broberg did a presentation showing the suggested routes, what the power poles/lines will look like, the purpose of the project and much more information which is also available on the CapX2020 website. Mr Keane and Mr Smith reviewed the procedure of intervention and the importance of the timeline involved. A petition to intervene must be submitted by April 18, 2011. The residents were in agreement that the consultants were necessary in order to move forward with the petition. Mark Thein made a motion to hire the three firms to work on behalf of the residents and later amended his motion to authorize the three firms to put together proposals for the residents and continue the meeting on Monday, April 11, 2011 at 7:00 PM. Seconded by Richard Lyke. Motion passed.    
First Responders reported nine township runs. A check for $7.50 from pull tabs was presented.     
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A motion was made by Mark Thein to pay the bills, and Neil Stolp seconded. Motion passed. 

Old Business
Sheila Craig, Community Wastewater Facilitator, reviewed the steps involved to receive state assistance for the King’s Park Sewer Project. A Petition Requesting the Creation of a Subordinate Service District Pursuant to Minnesota Satutues, Chapter 365A is the first step. Anyone with their name on the deed is eligible to sign the petition. Mark Thein made a motion to authorize Sheila to contact attorney, Fred Suhler, for his assistance in acquiring the names, property addresses and parcel identification numbers for the petition. Richard Lyke seconded, motion passed.
New Business

Michael Bromberg, with Homeland Security and Emergency Management, Olmsted County Sheriff’s Office, talked about the assistance and expectations regarding future storms and disasters in Olmsted County. Some concerns are that citizens must report damage right away, and if they are unable, have someone call right away. Contractors must have proper signage for roads/areas that are not passable. Sirens are available for approximately $21,000.00 each. The County will install and maintain.  Mr. Bromberg wanted the board and residents to know that they are here to help and assist in cleanup. 
Neil Stolp mentioned that ID cards would be helpful for the board members for  emergency situations. Homeland Security has moved to a new location and will be having an open house within the next couple months.
