MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING


AUGUST 1, 2011
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on Aug 1, 2011 at 7:05 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke and treasurer, Kim Stanton were present as well as the clerk. 
Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the July 5 and July 7, 2011 minutes, Richard Lyke seconded. Motion passed. 
The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the year to date “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of July 31, 2011 receipts $273,004.42 and disbursements $359,872.08 with an ending balance of $777,655.30.  Neil Stolp made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Richard Lyke seconded. Motion passed.

First Responders reported six township runs for July
A motion was made by Mark Thein to pay the bills and Neil Stolp seconded. Motion carried. 

New Business:

Armin Schrimpf was scheduled for the purpose of discussing the trees that are on the road right away next to his property.  Armin did not attend the meeting. Mark will be sending him a letter of concern and the situation is tabled until the September meeting.

Old Business:
1) Sheldon King’s driveway issued has been resolved between Sheldon and Rochester Sand and Gravel. 

2) Neil Stolp has contacted Homeland Security regarding the siren on Lake Zumbro placement on the north side of the Sandy Point bridge. They will consider that location. 
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Comments: 

· Allen Schumacher reported that the water ran over the road on Ash Road and the junk yard road. It washed around the culvert

· Richard Lyke reported that he had been to the fire meeting. The new pumper truck has been purchased with greater capabilities of loading and delivering water. There are approximately 40 locations in the area to pump/fill the units with water. 

· Mark had an 18th Ave resident inquire about the possibility of having Rochester fire protection in that area as their insurance rates have drastically increased. It is something that would have to be discussed/voted on at the annual meeting.
· Ron Fuller reported that the crack sealing by the fishing pier at Fisherman’s Inn has been done, but not anywhere else. Wondering if Blakely Court was supposed to be included. Not at this time.
