
MINUTES


MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING


FEBRUARY 7, 2011
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on February 7, 2011 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisor,  Neil Stolp and treasurer, Kim Stanton were present as well as the clerk. Supervisor, Richard Lyke was absent   

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the January 3, 2011 minutes, Mark Thein seconded. Motion passed.
The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the year to date “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of January 31, 2011 receipts for 2011 $5,963.27 and disbursements $32,777.90 with an ending balance of $837,708.33. Kim checked with the Pine Island Bank on FDIC coverage. He was informed that there is FDIC coverage up to $250,000.00 per account holder. Possibly up for discussion at the Annual Meeting as to what should be done.  Mark Thein made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Neil Stolp seconded. Motion passed.
The agenda was set as presented. 

Paige Collins reported for OPAC. There were several residents present at the Jan. meeting to discuss the future development of the CAPX 2020 project and the involvement of the attorney, Timothy Keane. Jeff Broberg is willing to do an Environmental Impact Statement for OPAC. Farmington Township along with Oronoco Township will put together a task force to encourage people to attend meetings and direct informational questions to the attorney. OPAC requested approval from the Board to set up a checking account specifically to cover expenses for publicity, ads, web site, etc against CAPX 2020 coming through Oronoco Township. The board agreed to let Paige set up an OPAC checking account in the amount of $2,000.00 with Paige as the check writer.   
First Responders reported 10 runs, six township and four city. A check for $9.75 from pull tabs was presented.     
A motion was made by Mark Thein to pay the bills, and Neil Stolp seconded. Motion passed. 

Old Business

Tabled from the December meeting, Don (Bill) Harreld requesting a cartway. At the request of Mr. Harreld, the decision has been tabled until the May 2011 meeting. 
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At the request of Mr. Schuller, the decision of sharing in the blacktop cost is tabled until the May, 2011 meeting.
New Business

Sheila Craig, Community Wastewater Facilitator, reviewed the meeting with the citizens from the King’s Park area regarding the wastewater situation. On behalf of these citizens, she is submitting an application (with the Board’s approval) to get on the MPCA Project Priority List for possible funding for a sewer project. She explained the scoring and procedures involved in the process. She is working with Richard Alness with Olmsted County as well.  Mark Thein made a motion for Sheila Craig to move forward with the Project Priority List Wastewater Application. Neil Stolp seconded, motion carried.

There was discussion regarding the CAPX2020 project. Mark Thein made a motion to allow attorney, Timothy Keane (Malkerson Gunn Martin LLP) to the service list. Neil Stolp seconded, motion carried. Mark Thein made a motion to allow OPAC to contact same attorney as needed. Neil Stolp seconded, motion carried.   

Michelle Ridd, Olmsted County Homeland Security and Emergencey Management, informed the clerk that FEMA will be processing assistance for damages incurred from the September 2010 flood. All the paperwork has been filed, just a matter of time before we know what the dollar amount will be. 

The State of Minnesota has required that the townships pass a resolution or an ordinance for an Absentee Ballot Board. A motion was made by Mark Thein and seconded by Neil Stolp to pass Resolution #0211 to “Authorize an Absentee Ballot Board to Process Regular Absentee Ballots”. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Mark Thein and seconded by Neil Stolp to approve election judges, Judy Haglund, Beverly Wittlief and Sue Goodman for the Annual Meeting. Motion carried. 

Mark Thein made a motion to approve “Resolution of the Town of Oronoco, Olmsted County, Minnesota, Specially Assessing Certain Parcels for Roadway Improvements”. Neil Stolp seconded. Motion carried.  Assessments of $6,795.00 will be assessed to the owners of property of bituminous surfacing of Shorewood Lane and Shorewood Circle NE. The clerk will file with the Olmsted County Office of Property Records and Licensing. 

The Board reviewed the upcoming Annual Meeting items for the agenda.

Kim Stanton suggested Dick Tiede as moderator for the Annual Meeting. He will contact Dick and let the board know if he will accept the job. 

Members of the Salem Township board visited the meeting. They are in the process of determining if they want to continue to use TCPA or use Olmsted County as their administrative body or if they want to establish their own planning and zoning.   

Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn, and Richard Lyke seconded. Motion carried.
