
MINUTES


MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING


JUNE 6, 2011
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on June 6, 2011 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke and treasurer, Kim Stanton were present as well as the clerk. 
Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the May 2, 2011 minutes, Richard Lyke seconded. Motion passed.
The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the year to date “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of May 31, 2011 receipts $59,181.58 and disbursements $116,571.05 with an ending balance of $80,7133.49.  The bank balance matched CTAS balance, with no outstanding checks. A safe deposit box at the bank has been arranged for all the CD’s-so they are all in one location for accessibility. Mark Thein made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Richard Lyke seconded. Motion passed.
The agenda was set as presented.
Paige Collins reported for OPAC. Postcards will be going out to all the township residents requesting response by the June 30 deadline against the CapX2020 southern route.   
First Responders reported 15 runs, nine township and six city for May.

A motion was made by Mark Thein to pay the bills, and Neil Stolp seconded. Motion carried. 

New Business:

The Olmsted County Emergency Management representatives provided quotations and explanations regarding the tornado/storm warning siren system. The quote for Oronoco Estates is $17,565.98 (115db) plus approximately $600.00 for electrical hookup. The quote for Lake Zumbro is $19,382.85 (130db) plus approximately $600.00 for electrical hookup.  This would be a one time payment, with lifetime maintenance by Olmsted County Emergency Management. There was discussion on the weekly summer tests (April-September). If the sirens are installed, those tests will be mandatory. Kristy Cerutti, Oronoco Estates, is in favor of the installation of the siren. There have not been enough responses from Lake Zumbro residents to know if they are in favor of the siren or not. After discussion, Neil Stolp made a motion to install the siren (115db) at Oronoco Estates. He did not get a second. Richard Lyke made a motion to install the siren (130db) at Oronoco Estates at $19,382.85 plus electrical. Mark Thein seconded, motion carried 3-
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Neil Stolp made a motion to wait until the July meeting to see what interest Lake Zumbro residents have in the siren. Mark Thein seconded, motion carried.

Public Hearing:
Mark Thein made a motion to open the public hearing, Neil Stolp seconded. Motion carried. 
Oronoco Township Zoning Ordinance Text Amendment #OR2011-001TA addressing the standards for including a Recyclable Waste Transfer Facility as a permitted use within the Highway commercial Zoning District. The amendment will address specific standards that shall apply to Recyclable Waste Transfer Facilities within the relevant sections of the Oronoco Zoning Ordinance. 
Logan Tjossem, Planner, went through the Planning Staff Review and their recommendations, noting that the guide lines are that of the MPCA and MN. OPAC recommended the approval at their May 16 meeting. Jerimah Watson, applicant for the Recyclable Waste Transfer Facility, gave a summary of his intent with the facility.

The Board had concerns about having local control with possible Conditional Uses rather than just the MPCA rules. There were concerns about fencing, visibility, eye pleasing and traffic. After discussion, Richard Lyke made a motion to continue until the July 5, 2011 meeting, with OPAC redefining the Text Amendment at their June 20 meeting. Neil Stolp seconded, motion carried 3-0. 

Oronoco Township Zoning District Amendment #OR2011-00ZC by JRH Commercial, LLC to rezone 40 acres in part of the S ½ of NA ¼ of Section 33 in Oronoco Township from the A-2 (Agricultural Protection) District to the A/RC (Agricultural/Resource Commercial) Aggregate Extraction and Reuse District. The property is located north of 81st St NW and is directly east of Highway 52. The purpose of the district amendment is to allow for mining and processing of aggregate on the property.  

Logan Tjossem, Planner, reviewed  the Planning Staff Recommendations. The mining would be for sand only and not long term. It would then be reclaimed for farm land. 

There were no other comments from the floor. After discussion, Richard Lyke made a motion to approve Zoning District Amendment #OR2011-00ZC based on County Staff findings. Mark Thein seconded, motion carried 3-0.

Findings:

1. The proposal is consistent with the policies of the Olmsted County General Land Use Plan; The property is located within an area designated as the Urban Service Area on the Olmsted County General Land Use Plan.

2. The amendment is in the public interest; The property is currently zoned as the A-2 (Agricultural Protection) Zoning District with other adjacent A-2 Zoning Districts, the A/RC (Agricultural/Resource Commercial) Aggregate Extraction and Reuse Zoning District, and the Highway Commercial Zoning Districts. 

3. The proposed development is timely based on surrounding land uses, proximity to development, and the availability and adequacy of infrastructure; The surrounding 
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land uses are agricultural and there are existing mining operations nearby. The property is also adjacent to Highway 52.

4. The proposal permits land uses within the proposed district that are appropriate on the property and compatible with adjacent uses and the neighborhood; Under Section 8.09.1 (C), a Conditional Use Permit is required for the extraction of sand and gravel. 

5. The proposal does not result in spot zoning; The surrounding land uses are A-2 (Agricultural Protection) Zoning District, A/RC (Agricultural/Resource Commercial) Aggregate Extraction and Reuse, and the Highway Commercial Zoning District, therefore the application would not result in spot zoning. 

6. The proposal is consistent with a General Development Plan for the area, if one exists. A Conditional Use Permit is required for any use that is not a permitted use within the A/RC (Agricultural/Resource Commercial) Districts if the Zoning District Amendment is approved. 
Mark Thein made a motion to close the public hearing, Neil Stolp seconded. Motion carried.
Old Business:

Bill Harreld reviewed and presented the Board with a revised petition requesting the establishment of a cartway located: The southerly two rods of the SE ¼ of Section 3, Township 108 North, Range14 West; together with easterly two rods of the southerly 22 rods of said quarter in Olmsted County, Minnesota. Mark Thein made a motion to sign the petition and have a public hearing on July 5, 2011. Neil Stolp seconded, motion carried 3-0.

The grading issue at Sunset Bay has been resolved, the grading is ok now.

Work on 125th St – Allen Schumacher cannot cut the hill down without removing Joyce Rucker’s fences. Mark will talk to Joyce and get her opinion as to whether she wants the hill cut down and remove and replace her fence or leave the road as it is. 

Comments: 

· Bargen submitted asphalt pavement maintenance prices. Gap Repairs on portions of 18th Ave and Kings Ave NW for $4,000.00 and on areas of 125th St NE and the loop off the end of Fisherman’s Drive NW at $3,000.00 each. Total price for Gap repairs will be $10,000.00. After discussion, Neil Stolp made a motion to let Bargen go ahead with the designated Gap repair. Richard Lyke seconded, motion carried 3-0.
· Bargen submitted Chip Seal prices on Carey Ct NW, Windermere Ct NW, White Birch CT NW, Thunderbluff Rd NW, and Sattre Rd NW for $58,113.40 and on Kings Dr NW and 18th Ave NW for $16,253.06, After discussion Richard Lyke 
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made a motion to let Bargen go ahead with the designated chip seal. Neil Stolp seconded, motion carried 3-0.

· Neil mentioned that Judy Ohly is pushing for support from the county for the north route of the CapX2020 project. 

· Discussion about future possession of county roads as a result of the Highway 52 project and the County Rd 12/Elk Run project. 

Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn, Richard Lyke seconded. Motion carried.
