
MINUTES


MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING


OCTOBER 3, 2011
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on Oct 3, 2011 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke and treasurer, Kim Stanton were present as well as the clerk. 
Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the Sept 6, 2011 minutes, Richard Lyke seconded. Motion passed. 
The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the year to date “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of Sept 30, 2011 receipts $303,580.50 and disbursements $520,501.60 with an ending balance of $647,601.86.  Mark Thein  made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Neil Stolp seconded. Motion passed.
The order of the agenda was accepted as presented with the addition of Metes & Bounds Subdivision – Steve Sherwood with Edina Reality, representing Steven & Debra Zeldenrust, applicant, the property is owned by Lois Trost. 
There was not an OPAC meeting to report. 
First Responders reported seven township runs in Sept. 
A motion was made by Mark Thein to pay the bills and Neil Stolp seconded. Motion carried. 

Old Business:
1) Bids for Community Wastewater Assessment Report for the King’s Park Area were received. There were six bidders. Sheila Craig was available for explanations regarding the bidding process. Clinton Jordahl, representing Stantec Consulting Services (Bonestroo) gave an overview of his company and his bid. John Schulte, representing Jones, Haugh & Smith, Inc (JHS) gave an overview of his company and bid as well. After much deliberation, Mark Thein made a motion to accept the bid from Wenck Associates, Inc based on price and experience. Neil Stolp seconded, motion carried 3-0.
Mark Thein made a motion to move forward as soon as the funding is received. Richard Lyke seconded, motion carried 3-0. On behalf of the township, Sheila Craig will notify Wenck that their bid had been accepted.

2) Tabled from the Sept meeting, Armin Schrimpf: Regarding apple trees in the road right of way. Neil Stolp went to the location on Sept 21,2011, however, there was not anyone else there. Mark and Richard and the Schrimpfs were not present. Mark Thein received a letter from the Schrimpfs regarding the trees. The letter “The Oronoco Township received a complaint that the apple trees we have planted on our property are too close to the road. Some of these trees have been here for 10 years. The dead end gravel road has a 30 mph speed limit. These apple trees are dwarf trees and will not get very tall or broad. We want to make sure that these trees cause no trouble! We agree to maintain these trees and keep them trimmed and to cut down or move all apple trees in question if or when we sell our property, so as no expense will be on the township. We hope that with these stipulations everyone can live in peace and that the township won’t have to trim trees that are a lot bigger and a lot closer to the right of way on this dead end road so as to save the township a lot of money.”Signed by Armin and Deann Schrimpf  9/22/2011. After discussion, Mark Thein made a motion to accept and sign their letter. Richard Lyke seconded, Neil Stolp Opposed. Motion carried 2-1.
3) Tabled from the Sept meeting, the abandoned building in Kings Park. Neil Stolp checked with the Association of Township’s attorney and was provided with the legal procedure. Mark Thein made a motion to have Attorney, Fred Suhler proceed with the legal procedure. Neil Stolp seconded, motion carried 3-0.

4) Neil also checked with the township attorney on the legalities of making a resident mow their lawn. Apparently you cannot make someone mow their lawn unless noxious weeds are an issue. 

New Business:

1) Metes and Bounds Subdivision: The applicants are Steven and Debra Zeldenrust requesting an approximate 35 acre split from Lois Trost, located in the NE quarter of NW quarter and NW quarter of the NE quarter of Section 3, Oronoco Township for the purpose of building a house. After discussion, Mark Thein made a motion to approve the Metes and Bounds Subdivision. Richard Lyke seconded, motion carries 3-0.
Comments: Allen Schumacher proposed to grade and install culverts on the Thompson Road and intersection of 82nd St NE. The approximate cost would be $30,000.00 plus the culverts $7,035.46.Richard Lyke made a motion to let Allen proceed, Mark Thein seconded. Motion carried 3-0.
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Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn, Richard Lyke seconded. Motion carried.
