
MINUTES


MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING

APRIL 6, 2009

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The Chairman was selected by vote. Mark Thein was elected with two votes for Mark and one vote for Neil Stolp. Mark accepted the position.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on Arpil 6, 2009 at 7:00 PM by Chairman,Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke were present as well as treasurer Richard Tiede and the clerk.  

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the March 2, 2009 minutes. Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. 

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of March 31, 2009 year to date receipts $38,982.90 and year to date disbursements  $229,837.70 with an ending balance of  $784,480.78. The Board reviewed the Pull Tab account. Mark Thein made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Richard Lyke made a motion to accept the agenda a presented, Mark Thein seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Paige Collins reported on OPAC activities. They have had discussion regarding the Olmsted County/Oronoco Township Planning and Zoning fees. Fees schedules are on a three year cycle, with this being the year to adjust. The fees will be decided at the April meeting.     

Gwen reported for the First Responders three runs for the month of March. There were one township and two city runs. 

Mark Thein made a motion to pay bills, Mark Thein seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

ORONOCO TOWNSHIP BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT

Oronoco Township Variance Request #OR2009-001VAR, by Michael and Cary Capelle, for the creation of two non-farm building lots within the A-3 (Agricultural) Zoning District. The property is located along Sattre Road NW and 18th Ave NW and the property address is 1686 Sattre Rd NW.

Mark Thein made a motion to open the Board of Adjustment, Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.  Michael and Cary Capelle explained why they want to split off two non-farm parcels for two additional building sites. Mark asked three times for any 
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comments for or against Variance Request #OR2009-001VAR-no one came forward. Mark Thein made a motion to close and Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. After much discussion, Richard Lyke made a motion to approve Variance Request #OR2009-001VAR based on revised staff findings. Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

FINDINGS: 

  EXCEPTIONAL CIRCUMSTANCES: There does appear to be exceptional or extraordinary circumstances that would apply to this parcel of property that would not apply generally to other property in the A-3 zoning district or vicinity. The density has already been exceeded within this quarter-quarter section per the provisions of the Oronoco Township Zoning Ordinance and an application for a Zone Change to change the Zoning District would be the appropriate application process.

  PRESERVATION OF PROPERTY RIGHTS: The granting of this variance request does appear to be necessary to preserve the applicant’s property rights. The density has already been exceeded within this quarter-quarter section per the provisions of the Oronoco Township Zoning Ordinance and an application for a Zone Change to change the Zoning District would be the appropriate application process. 

  ABSENCE OF DETRIMENT: The granting of this variance request would not appear to be of substantial detriment to the adjacent property owners. There are other Non-farm parcels and residential lots within the area. The granting of this variance request would be detrimental to the nature, intent, and future application of the Oronoco Township Zoning Ordinance which limits the density of non-farm parcels in the Agricultural Protection zoning districts.

  GENERAL NATURE: This variance request would not appear to be general or recurrent in nature to require an amendment to the zoning ordinance.

  MINIMUM VARIANCE: The minimum variance that would be necessary to alleviate the alleged hardship would be a variance to the density standards of the A-3 zoning district to allow for two additional non-farm lots to be established in a quarter-quarter section that already exceeds the lot and dwelling density standards. 

All closed bids were opened by the Board. After discussion Neil Stolp made a motion to accept all bids. Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. The following bids were sumitted:

the remainder designated as secondary providers. Mark Thein seconded the motion, passed unanimous 3-0.

Scott and Kristy Cerutti, managers of Oronoco Estates, reported to the Board on the final decision to completing the renovations to the storm shelter at Oronoco Estates. A dirt berm will be installed and reinforced by a cement brick retaining wall poured with steel rebar. The Olmsted County Planning Department has approved the plans as being FEMA compliant with completion scheduled for May 1, 2009. Neil made a motion to accept the plan and Richard seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

The Board discussed the upper meeting room renovation and the old town hall building. 

No action was taken at this time.

Ann Haddorff addressed the Board regarding her difficulties in obtaining a building

permit from Olmsted County . She urged the Township Board to refrain from using

Olmsted County as Oronoco Township’s administrative body and use TCPA as an

alternative. She would like the choice to go to a township vote. The Board advised her    

that the township would not switch to TCPA at this time, however, if a vote was 
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required, it would have to be done at the Annual Election/Meeting in March 2010. 

Comments:

Aaron Culver and Julie Devick asked the board if they had any new information regarding the CAP X 2020 power lines coming through Oronoco Township. Julie had attended a meeting tonight at Farmington Township with CAP X representatives in attendance. It was decided that Paige Collins would see if they could get CAP X representatives to attend the upcoming OPAC meeting April 20, 2009. 

A huge THANK YOU went out to Larry and John Stolp for the great job they have done over the years taking care of our township roads. Larry has decided now is the time for retirement. Fish, Look Out!!. 

Richard Lyke made a motion to adjourn, Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.
