MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING

APRIL 5, 2010
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The Oath of Office was recited by newly elected officials, Kim Stanton-Treasurer, Neil Stolp-Supervisor and Judy Haglund-Clerk.

The Chairman was selected by ballot. Mark Thein two votes and Neil Stolp one vote. Mark agreed to be Chairman for the next year. 

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on April 5, 2010 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke, treasurer Kim Stanton and the clerk were present.    

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the March 1, 2010 minutes, Mark Thein  seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. 

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of March 31, 2010 receipts $48,735.00 and disbursements $151,654.89 with an ending balance of  $754,967.18. CTAS agrees with the bank balance when taking into account the outstanding check for the Pine Island Rural Fire Assc.   Mark Thein made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

The agenda was set as presented.   

There was not a report from OPAC  

Jeff with First Responders reported three runs in March. Two township runs and one run in the city.

Steve Beach with Mathey Construction informed the board that Road Constructors had been purchased by Mathey. Chad Kelly will be the area manager. 

Comments:

· Mark Thein has received a complaint (Michelle Schultz) regarding all the sand left on the blacktop roads after the winter sanding, and wondering if sweeping the road would be an option. Tabled until the May meeting. Michelle Schultz also requested that Allen Schmacher rework his snow removal schedule, rather than the pickup first and then the large truck, she would like the large truck to come first.  The issues were discussed with Allen.
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· Kevin Kautz with Zumbro Townhsip received a complaint from Larry Vonch, Sunset Bay, that the plow man tore up his yard. Mark Thein took a picture  showing that the grass was taller than the road, and probably the operator could not see the yard for the road right of way. 
· Allen Schumacher: Thompson Road field drive washed out—property owners responsibility per the Board.

· Cedar Beach Road hole coming back again. Allen will fix again.

· Soft spot near King’s Marina-per agreement Allen will fix. 

· Richard Lyke reported from the Spring Training Short Course that road signs are the burden of the township to make sure that they are reflecting and in good order.

Mark will check signs South of Hwy 12 / East of Hwy 52. Neil will check the signs West of Hwy 52 and Richard will check North of Hwy 12.

· Richard Lyke will be the representative from Oronoco Township for the Pine Island Fire District. Mark Thein and Neil Stolp will be the alternates in the event Richard cannot attend a meeting. 
Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn, and Richard Lyke seconded. Passed 3-0.
