
MINUTES OF THE


MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING

DECEMBER 7, 2009

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on December 7, 2009 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke and the clerk were present. Treasurer, Ron Fuller was absent   

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the November 2, 2009 minutes, Mark Thein  seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. 

Phil Wheeler, Olmsted County Transportation Planner, requested the Board to review the CR 104 – 60th Ave NW – 75th St NW official map for adoption and a resolution to enter into a corridor management agreement by resolution. After discussion, Richard Lyke made a motion to approve “Oronoco Township Resolution” Requesting Olmsted County to prepare and adopt the CR 104 – 60th Ave NW – 75th St NW Official Map and Authorizing & Directing the Chair to Sign CR 104/60th Ave West Official Map Joint Powers Agreement. Neil Stolp seconded, passed unanimous 3-0.

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of November 30, 2009 year to date receipts $436,859.48 and year to date disbursements $545,471.57 with an ending balance of  $866,723.49. Last half 2009 taxes have been received for $178,223.28. Mark Thein made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

The agenda was amended moving Phil Wheeler to the second order of business.  

There was not an OPAC meeting in November-no report. 

Gwen with the First Responders reported 7 calls in November. Three city, four township.  

Neil Stolp made a motion to pay bills, Mark Thein seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Sheldon King, representing the residents on Shorewood Lane and Shorewood Circle, presented their petition for blacktop with nine signatures out of 13 landowners. They propose a self-assessment of not less than ten years with an option to pay off at any time. After bids are obtained, they would like to know the amount of assessment before going forward. Mark Thein will obtain an estimate. Sheldon mentioned that the power line has not been moved yet. There will be more discussion at the January meeting. 

There have been some concerns regarding the status of the backage roads going south from CR12. Neil had contacted Curt Bowles, Olmsted County, but has not had an answer to date on the determination of ownership. Allen Schumacher will continue to maintain. 
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Comments: 

· Resident, Melissa Griggs, had questions concerning the process regarding the Oronoco First Responders, the Oronoco Fire Department, and the Pine Island Area Fire District. 

Representatives from each department were available for discussion. The Board explained the Oronoco First Responders are contracted with the township. The Pine Island Area Fire District is the primary provider for the township. The decisions are made at the March Annual meeting by the residents. 

Melissa inquired about response time-since she lives in the King’s Park area, would Oronoco Fire Department and/or Rochester Fire Department be quicker than Pine Island. 

Pat Pike informed her that he could give her response information. She added both departments have good teams, but by working together, perhaps they could improve the service. With a lot of the residents being ill-informed or not informed at all, there have been a lot of questions they felt needed answers with the ultimate goal, the services doing all that can be done with the resources available to help the residents. 

There was discussion on past situations and water issues. The board made clear that they do not make fire dispatch decisions, only budgeting, but recommended that both departments work together when possible and suggested that Pine Island work out an agreement with the City of Oronoco for water usage, when the city water is installed, for closer access when necessary. 

· Neil mentioned that Allen Schumacher has the authority to call Roberson Lime & Rock for rock when/where needed. Cedar Beach hole still needs repair.  

· Mark-MPCA has requested that the township dig up and haul away the debris from the old town hall burn/bury by the end of December.

· Melissa Griggs concerned about the disrepair of the road to King’s Park and who will be doing the snowplowing and maintenance. Introduced to Allen Schumacher.    

Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn, and Richard Lyke seconded. Passed 3-0.
