
MINUTES


MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING


DECEMBER 6, 2010
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on December 6, 2010 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke, and treasurer Kim Stanton were present as well as the clerk.    

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the November 1, 2010 minutes, Richard Lyke  seconded. Motion passed.
The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the year to date “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of November 30, 2010 receipts $275,606.81 and disbursements $359,493.05 with an ending balance of  $774,000.83.  Mark Thein made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Richard Lyke seconded. Motion passed.
The agenda was set as presented  with the addition of  discussion on the “flood resolution” and discussion on CD. 

There was not an OPAC meeting in November.
First Responders reported ten runs, six township and four city.    
Mark Thein made a motion to pay bills as presented, with the exception of Rochester Sand & Gravel’s bill for $83,026.94 to be discussed later in the meeting.  Richard Lyke seconded. Motion passed. 
Old Business

Tabled from the November meeting, Don (Bill) Harreld requesting a cartway. After much discussion, the Board decided 1) they should visit the proposed site, 2) look at any alternate sites, 3) set a date for a public hearing. It was agreed that the Board will meet with the land owners, (Ritters, Herreld, Hodge) and Richard Alwes from Olmsted County Planning on Thursday, December 16, 2010 at 3:00 PM. They would like to have a representative of the Markham property there as well, if someone can be located.  A decision will be made at the regular January 3, 2011 meeting. 

Karl Schuller, tabled from the November meeting. Karl is asking the Board if they would agree to pay for all or part of the blacktopping he requested Rochester Sand & Gravel to do at the time they were blacktopping Shorewood Lane. There was dirt & gravel work involved as well. He has paid the bill, but the Board would like a summary of the bill to 
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make a decision if the Township has a responsibility towards paying all or part of the costs. Tabled until the February 7, 2011 meeting.  

New Business

Olmsted County asked the Town Board to review and sign the agreements turning the following roads to Oronoco Township: Lake Shady Avenue South, Minnesota Avenue South, Minnesota Lane SE, 40th Avenue NW, 77th Street NW, 81st Street NW and a portion of 85th Street NW. After discussion, Neil Stolp made a motion not to accept the agreements. He did not get a second. Mark Thein made a motion to accept the agreements and Richard Lyke seconded. The motion passed 2-1.

Goodhue County asked the Board to pass a resolution “ designating Goodhue County as the local unit of government (LGU) for providing assistance during the flood recovery efforts to affected businesses through the Minnesota Investment Fund Program within Oronoco Township”. After discussion, Mark Thein made a motion to approve the resolution and Richard Lyke seconded. Motion carried 3-0.

Treasurer, Kim Stanton, informed the Board that a CD has come due. He would like to move to the Money Market account to allow time to decide what should be done. He has checked with six financial institutions, and found that Pine Island Bank has the best interest rate. Mark Thein made a motion to allow Kim to move the CD to the Money Market as requested and Richard Lyke seconded. Motion carried. 
Comments: 

· Sheldon King reported that the residents are pleased with the blacktopping on  Shorewood Lane, however, he has damage to his concrete driveway as a result of Rochester Sand & Gravel’s equipment. The board agreed that he should contact RS&G as a personal complaint. After discussion over the bill from RS&G, the Board agreed that it should be short paid by $5,000.00. They would like an explanation for the overage charges, preferably at the January 3, 2011 meeting.     


Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn, and Richard Lyke seconded. Motion carried.
