MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING

December 1st, 2008
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on December 1, 2008 at 7:00 PM by Superviser, Richard Lyke. Chairman, Mark Thein was absent.  Supervisor Neil Stop and treasurer Richard Tiede and the clerk were present .  

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the November 3, 2008 minutes. Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 2-0. 

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of November 30, 2008 year to date receipts $291,772.55 and year to date disbursements  $369,727.87 with an ending balance of  $788319.65. Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 2-0. Richard Tiede mentioned that he would like to see all checks cashed by the end of the year to help balance the year-end books.  

There was no change to the agenda

There was not a November OPAC meeting.  

Gwen reported for the First Responders: corrected October with six runs, all township. November had five runs, three township and two city.  Gwen reported that they gave the final presentation of “ risk of stroke” but would be willing to do special group presentations upon request. Gwen also reported that long time First Responder member Sue Classen has quit. She will be missed-thanks for her years of service.   

Neil Stolp made a motion to pay bills, Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 2-0.

· George Vallejo reported that the stop sign at the trailer park is not of legal dimensions. That is the responsibility of the trailer park.

· There was discussion on the first draft of the Pine Island Rural Fire District Joint Powers Agreement. There will be an information meeting at the Pine Island Fire Hall on December 11 at 7:00 pm. 

· Richard Tiede had a meeting with the bank in insure that all the township money is insured. The bank assured him that the township money is covered.
