MINUTES

MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING

JANUARY 5, 2009

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Town Board Meeting was called to order on January 5, 2009 at

7:00 PM by Chairman, Mark Thein. Supervisor Neil Stolp, Treasurer Richard Tiede and the 

Clerk were present. Supervisor, Richard Lyke was absent. 

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the December 1, 2008 minutes. Mark Thein seconded.

Passed unanimous 2-0.

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements 

and Balances “ as of December 31, 2008 year to date receipts $493,672.06 and year to date disbursements $384,611.45 with and ending balance of $ 975,335.58.  Richard Tiede asked the board’s permission to pay off the bond for the Postier Point blacktop project with Pine Island Bank for the amount of $161,746.65. Richard also reported that the pull tab revenue has been short paid according to hisrecords. This will be addressed at the time of the permit renewal.  Richard asked the clerk to submit a statement to Roger & Sandy Bower for $4511.63. This would be the assessment on their new 

home being built in Postier Point.  They can pay in full or have it assessed to their taxes.  

Mark Thein made a motion to pay off the note in full ($161,746.65) at the Pine Island bank and Neil Stolp seconded.  Passed unanimous 2-0. Mark Thein made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report. Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 2-0.

The agenda was approved as presented.

There was not a report from OPAC.

Gwen reported for the First Responders, ten runs: eight  township and two city.

Neil Stolp made a motion to pay bills, Mark Thein seconded. Passed unanimous 2-0.

Oronoco Estates, represented by the managers, came before the board regarding the existing storm 

shelter.  Dennis Manning and Lyle Plumhoff from Olmsted County explained there were concerns

about the south wall being unsafe and what the options were to comply with FEMA and the township’s 

right to accept the shelter as is. After a lengthy discussion, it was decided that the managers and the 

owner should decide what they want to do, and if their option is FEMA approved, then the township

does not become involved any further. If their option is not FEMA approved, then the township will

have to approve. In either situation, the township will be notified in writing as to their decision.

Comments:  

· Neil Stolp reported that there was a Pine Island Rural Fire District informational meeting on December 11. There apparently were not any issues, consequently, the Joint Powers Agreement will be going forward to the attorney.

· Richard Tiede has been asked about the procedure regarding blacktopping the Ryan’s Bay road. 

The Residents in Ryan’s Bay are expressing interest, however, he is not sure if or when this
project will happen.
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Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn and Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 2-0.
