
MINUTES


MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING

JANUARY 4, 2010

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on January 4, 2010 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke and treasurer, Ron Fuller and the clerk were present.    

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the December 7, 2009 minutes, Richard Lyke  seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. 

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of December 31, 2009 year end receipts $444,421.75 and year end disbursements $561,870.26 with an ending balance of  $857,887.07. A check from the City of Oronoco in the amount of $11,714.22 for the Zumbro Hills Subdivision as amortized over five years per Resolution 07-08 will be deposited this week. Neil Stolp made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Mark Thein seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

The agenda was set as presented.   

There was not an OPAC meeting in December, however, on January 20, 2010 at  6:00, there will be a Special Joint Meeting of OPAC and the Town Board for the purpose of considering Oronoco Township Zoning District Amendment #OR2009-001ZC by James Krudwig.  

Jeff Allhiser representing First Responders reported 13 runs for December. seven city, six township. New offices for the First Responders are: Jeff- Director, Gwen- Assistant Director, Tina Stolp-Training Officer and Vicki Stolp-Secretary.

Mark Thein made a motion to pay bills, Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Public Hearing: Petition to vacate a portion of the width of Oak Lodge Lane NE
Mark Thein made a motion to open the Public Hearing, Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. After asking three times for comments from the floor either for or against the petition, no one came forward, Mark made a motion to close the Public Hearing. Neil Stolp seconded, passed unanimous 3-0. After reviewing and discussing the petition, Mark Thein made a motion to approve the signed petition as presented, Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. The petition as follows: “The undersigned, being all owners of real estate within the Town of Oronoco, Olmsted County, Minnesota, and the owners of an interest in real estate located within three miles of a Town road known as Oak Lodge Lane Northeast as the same is established by the plat of White Bridge Subdivision, hereby Petition the Board of Supervisors of the Town of Oronoco, to vacate
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a portion of said Oak Lodge Lane Northeast so that the right-of-way easement of said road shall be limited along its entire length to a width of sixty-six feet. The basis for the requested partial vacation of this road by the undersigned Petitioners is that a width of sixty-six feet if adequate for the public purpose of maintaining a road in its present location, given the present nature of the road and the reasonable need of the public in the future.”  

Tabled from the December meeting, residents of Shorewood Lane and Shorewood Circle, asked the Board if bids had been obtained for blacktopping- they would like to know the amount of assessment before going forward. Mark Thein obtained an approximate cost from Road Constructors for $64,000.00. This would not include legal fees and engineering costs. Tabled for more discussion at the February meeting. 

The Clerk asked if there were any items of interest that should be on the Annual Meeting Agenda or that need to be added to the election ballots. It was agreed to use the same agenda as last year. 

Since there will be two supervisors absent for the regular February 1st meeting, the clerk will advertise and post the February meeting change to February 8, 2010. The Board of Audit will commence prior to the meeting at 6:30.

Comments: 

· Olmsted County will continue to provide a building inspector for the township upon request. The clerk will send a letter requesting the County to continue providing this service.

· Neil Stolp provided a report from the state regarding the Pull-Tab revenues reported by the Mazeppa Firefighters Relief Assoc. Ron Fuller will check further with Mazeppa on the funds due Oronoco Township. 

· There have been complaints on not enough sand on the roads. The Board gave Allen Schumacher permission to make sure they are sufficiently sanded.

· The old town hall site has been dug out and hauled away as requested.       

Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn, and Richard Lyke seconded. Passed 3-0.
