MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING

JULY 6, 2009

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on  July 6, 2009 at 7:00 PM by Chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisor Richard Lyke was present as well as treasurer Ron Fuller and the clerk. Supervisor Neil Stolp was absent.  

Richard Lyke made a motion to approve the June 1, 2009 minutes, Mark Thein seconded. Passed unanimous 2-0. 

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of June 30, 2009 year to date receipts $46,208.65 and year to date disbursements  $324,160.81 with an ending balance of  $697,383.42. The property tax should be deposited mid July. Richard Lyke made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and Mark Thein seconded. Passed unanimous 2-0.

The agenda amended to include Ann Haddorff as item 8 and remove Phil Wheeler.

OPAC did not have a June meeting-no discussion.

First Responders reported two calls in May-one city and one township. There were eleven calls for June-four township and seven city. 

Richard Lyke made a motion to pay bills, Mark Thein seconded. Passed unanimous 2-0.

METES AND BOUNDS SUBDIVISION #OR2009-001MB

Jim Rucker is requesting a five acre farmstead split from an already existing sixty four (64) acres. 

After discussion, Mark Thein made a motion to approve Metes and Bounds Subdivision #OR2009-001MB. Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 2-0.

Phil Wheeler will be tabled until the August meeting.

The City of Oronoco inquired about running trunk lines in the 12th Street SW easement as the Water Project is progressing. The 12th Street SW is a shared road and the city would like to use the south easement, which is township. The board agreed that it would be ok with the township, but the City of Oronoco should contact Olmsted County to see if there are any permits or requirements that need to be met, since Olmsted County is the administrative body for the township. 
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Comments:

· Judy Haglund inquired if the board would be willing to sell the culvert that was removed from the Postier Point road project. Maynard Conrad, the buyer, would be willing to purchase the three used culverts. The board agreed to sell them to him at scrap price, $170.00.

· Allen Schumacher inquired about repairing the culvert on 11th Ave. The board agreed he should go ahead and fix it.

· Allen also inquired, when necessary, should he take care of sign replacement and installation. The board gave their approval. 

· Ann Haddorff did not make an appearance.

At 7:45 PM there was not any more business-Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn, Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 2-0.
