
MINUTES


MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING


TUESDAY, JULY 6, 2010
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on July 6, 2010 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke, treasurer Kim Stanton and the clerk were present.    

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the June 7, 2010 minutes, Richard Lyke  seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. 

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the year to date “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of June 30, 2010 receipts $66,253.63 and disbursements $193,466.77 with an ending balance of  $730,673.93.  Neil Stolp made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Mark Thein made a motion to accept the agenda as presented. Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous.    

There was not a report from OPAC-no June meeting.   

First Responders reported four runs in June, all in the township.  
Neil Stolp made a motion to pay bills, Mark Thein seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.
Bargen Inc provided a proposal for chip seal and crack repair. The roads subject to repair are: Cedar Crest Lane NW, Cedar Crest Road NW, Lions Court NW – Chip Seal $17,150.00 and Crack Repair $1,000.00- total $18,150.00. Another road subject to repair is 85th Street NW- Chip Seal $15,850.00 and Crack Repair $1,000.00 – total $16,850.00.
After discussion, Mark Thein made a motion to accept the proposal with another $5,000.00 allocated for crack sealing where needed. Neil Stolp seconded, passed unanimous 3-0.

Comments:

· Mark-the mayor of Oronoco questioned whether the township would be refilling the hole left at the old town hall. Mark indicated that the township filled the first time and the city would be responsible for filling it the second time. 
· Neil received a complaint about the weeds not mowed in the Pat Hall area. He referred them to the city.
· Neil-Roberson asked if the township would match Mazeppa Township on 135th Street with rock. Neil gave his approval.

· Neil-Tree trimmer working with the blade man as to trees needing trimming
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Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn, and Neil Stolp seconded. Passed 3-0.
