
MINUTES


MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING

MARCH 2, 2009

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on March 2, 2009 at 7:00 PM by Chairman,Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke were present as well as treasurer Richard Tiede and the clerk.  

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the February 2, 2009 minutes. Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. 

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of February 28, 2009 year to date receipts $34,001.90 and year to date disbursements  $211,378.51 with an ending balance of  $797,958.97. Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Mark Thein made a motion to accept the agenda as presented with the addition of discussion of the King’s Marina bridge/road project. Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

There was not an OPAC report since there was not a February meeting.    

Gwen reported for the First Responders four runs for the month of February. There were three township and one city run. 

Mark Thein made a motion to pay bills, Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

George Vallejo has implemented a new host for the township web site. There have been 101 visits to the web 2/19/09 thru 3/02/09. He presented a new web design, explained the email would go to him and he would filter to the appropriate person, inquired about the OPAC link to the Olmsted County Web site, and asked about new/additional pictures.

Neil Stolp reported that he has made inquiries regarding the demise of the old townhall building. There has not been any interest in tearing down or purchasing and moving the building. He did get a bid from a contractor for building demolition, hauling away, recycle concrete, fill hole and cover with black dirt for over $10,000.00 John Stolp mentioned that the fire department might burn the building, but any asbestos would have to be removed first. This will be a topic of discussion at the annual townboad meeting on March 10. 

Mark Thein will be attending the Court of Appeals regarding Duane Overby on April 9, 2009 at 11:30AM.
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Mark Thein discussed the township funding the replacement of the Kings Marina bridge (55J72) with Mike Sheehan. Since Olmsted County does not have funding for the project at this time, Mike Sheehan indicated that the township could certainly go ahead with the project. He is willing to offer direction as needed. The board agreed to go with a design build road and use the engineering design for the bridge. Mark Thein made a motion to advertise for bids for design build road and the replacement bridge. Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-1. The clerk will advertise for bids to be accepted at the May meeting with construction to start around June 1st. 

The board reviewed and approved the agenda for the annual meeting on March 10, 2009 at 8:15 PM.

Comments:   

The bridge on 11th Ave NE needs rip rap on the NE corner. Ron Haglund will do the necessary work. The 85th St culvert near the Kaul Pit, needs repair on the inlet side to keep from eroding. Ron Haglund will make the necessary repairs. Larry Stolp requested that Larry Zielsdorf trim trees in the vicinity of 11th Ave & 75th St (Boelter Road) and on the Junk Yard Road.    

Olmsted County Board of Commissioners will be having a public hearing on March 24, 2009 at 3:00 PM regarding aggregate fees. Richard Lyke will be attending.  

Richard Lyke made a motion to adjourn, Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.
