MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING

MAY 4, 2009

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on May 4, 2009 at 7:00 PM by acting Chairman, Richard Lyke.  Supervisor Neil Stolp was present as well as treasurer Richard Tiede and the clerk. Chairman Mark Thein arrived a few minutes late and took over the meeting.  

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the April 6, 2009 minutes with the exception of Variance #OR2009-001VAR findings. Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. Logan Tjossem would not approve the findings as submitted by the Board. Findings tabled until the next meeting.

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of April 30, 2009 year to date receipts $40,089.73 and year to date disbursements  $294,856.48 with an ending balance of  $720,568.83. Richard Lyke made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Mark Thein made a motion to accept the agenda as presented, Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Richard Lyke reported for OPAC. A short meeting gave way to an open meeting with a presentation from CAP X 2020. With maps, they explained the different routes being considered for the power lines.      

Gwen reported for the First Responders nine runs for the month of April. There were four township and four city runs with one for the Duathelon. 

Mark Thein made a motion to pay bills, Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

PUBLIC HEARING

Text Amendment #2009-001TA to amend appendix A – Fee Schedule of the Oronoco Township Zoning Ordinance Land Development Manual. This amendment will adjust fees pertaining to zoning permits and development applications beginning in 2009.

Layy Klemenhagen presented the staff report explaining the Planning Administrative Service Committee (PASC) recommended approval of a 4% increase per year for 2009, 2010 and 2011.

Mark Thein opened to public hearing. With no one coming forward to comment, Richard Lyke closed the public hearing. After discussion, Mark Thein made a motion to approve Text Amendment #2009-001TA to amend Appendix A-fee schedule. Neil Stolp seconded, passed unanimous 3-0.
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Bids were opened for the Kings Marina Bridge project.

Mark Thein made a motion to accept all bids and schedule a special meeting with Olmsted County for recommendation. Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Ron Fuller and Ray Roman with the Lake Zumbro Improvement Association gave a power point presentation on Lake Zumbro. The primary purpose is to inform the public of the sedimentation problem causing parts of the original lake inaccessible by shore or unnavigable by boat and reduced fish habitat. The Lake Zumbro Improvement Association, the Zumbro Watershed Partnership, the Lake Zumbro Restoration committee and the Lake Zumbro Forever, Inc. are groups continually striving to get support for restoration work on Lake Zumbro. It was a very informative and interesting presentation. 

Mark Thein reported that he attended the Overby court appeal April 9. The judges have 60 days to rule. At that time the attorney will notify the township with the results. 

Barth Construction submitted a bid of weed spraying. Mark Thein made a motion to accept the bid and Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0

Bargen Asphalt submitted a proposal for road repair for 2009. Mark Thein made a motion to add to the special meeting with Olmsted County. Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Comments:

· Ray Roman mentioned that there is a washout gully on Postier Drive on the Bertsinger property. Ron Haglund will look at it. 

· Dick Tiede questioned the new shed being constructed on the Rick Arend property. Mark Thein will check with Logan Tjossem on the proper permit applications.  

Richard Lyke made a motion to adjourn, Mark Thein seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.
