MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING

NOVEMBER 3, 2008

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on November 3, 2008 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein. Supervisors Neil Stop and Richard Lyke were present as well as treasurer Richard Tiede and the clerk.  

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the October 6, 2008 minutes. Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. 

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of October 31, 2008 year to date receipts $282,473.35 and year to date disbursements  $363,840.93 with an ending balance of  $784,907.39. Mark Thein made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.  

Mark Thein made a motion to change the agenda with the Liquor license applications moved to the fourth position. Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Richard Lyke made a motion to approve the renewal of the Party Cove liquor license. Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. Richard Lyke made a motion to approve the renewal of the Fisherman’s Inn liquor license. Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Richard Lyke reported on the October OPAC meeting.  

Gwen reported for the First Responders: there were four runs, all township. Gwen reported that they gave a presentation to the Senior Citizens Group about the risk of stroke. Another presentation at the Community Center will be on November 18 at 7:00 pm, open to the public. Everyone is encouraged to attend.  

Mark Thein made a motion to pay bills, and Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

A property owner on 110th St NW was concerned about unnecessary tree removal from the road right away on 110th. He would like to plant trees to replace the trees that were cut down. Neil Stolp made a motion to have the board make an on-site decision. Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous. The board will look at the area on Wednesday 11/05/08 at 4:30 pm.  
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Patricia Alland, 129961 NW Sunset Bay Rd., Zumbro Falls, MN: Boat and trailer parking on the front yard lawn is not permitted (violation of paragraph 10.04(c)(1).  Patricia

explained with pictures, that there is not a driveway to the residence. With a driveway, she would not be in violation. The board agreed to look at the property to see if a driveway location would be acceptable. They will meet with the property owner on Wednesday, November 5, 2008 at 5:30 pm. 

Marla Culver, 123196 Power Dam Rd NW, Oronoco, MN: No conditional use permit

was obtained prior to the use of the recreational vehicle as living quarters. The motor home, a recreational vehicle, is defined as a temporary structure (paragraph 5.00(B)(8). Occupancy of a temporary structure is a temporary use that requires a conditional use permit. The board advised Marla to apply for a conditional use permit as soon as possible from the County in order to get on the OPAC November 17 agenda. The CUP would have to be reviewed annually. 

There were not any comments from the floor. 

Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.
