Minutes of the Special Joint Meeting of the Oronoco Planning Advisory Commission and the Oronoco Town Board held on Wednesday, January 20, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. at the Oronoco Community Center, located at 115 Second Avenue SW, Oronoco, MN.

A. ADMINISTRATIVE BUSINESS:

1. Call the meeting to order

The January 20, 2010 Special Joint Meeting of the Oronoco Planning Advisory Commission (OPAC) was called to order by Ms. Rucker at 6:03 pm.

2. Approval of the minutes of September 21, 2009

Ms. Collins moved to approve the minutes of September 21, 2009, as written. Mr. Lacy seconded the motion. The motion carried 4-0.

3. Approve the OPAC 2010 meeting schedule.

Mr. Lyke moved to approve the OPAC 2010 meeting schedule. Mr. Lacy seconded the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

4. Set the Order of Agenda

Ms. Collins moved to approve the agenda as written. Mr. Lacy seconded the motion. The motion carried 4-0.

B. CONTINUED HEARINGS:

1. Oronoco Township Zoning District Amendment #OR2009-001ZC by James Krudwig to rezone 23 acres in part of the SE ¼ of section 20, Oronoco Township from the A-2 (Agricultural Protection) District to the A/RC (Agricultural/Resource Commercial) Land Intensive Low Impact Zoning District. The Property address is 3928 100 Street NW, Oronoco, MN. 
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Logan Tjossem gave a review of the staff findings.

Jim Krudwig explained he would like to rezone the property to match the area land.

Ms. Rucker opened the Public Hearing.

Beverly Wittlief, 3940 100 Street NW, Oronoco, MN: Due to the proximity of her property to the Krudwig property, she is concerned about the future use of the land.

   
Ms. Collins and Mr. Tjossem reassured Ms. Wittlief that there are no plans at this 

time, only rezoning. The applicant would have to return to OPAC whenever he 


plans to make use of the property.


Ms. Rucker asked two more times for comments for or against the rezoning. No 

one came forward.

Mr. Lyke made a motion to close the Public Hearing.


After discussion, Ms. Collins made a motion to approve a recommendation to the 

Oronoco Town Board based on the Olmsted County Planning Staff findings. Mr.


Lyke seconded the motion. The motion carried 4-0.

At 6:20 pm Mr. Thein, Chairman, re-opened the Public Hearing for: Oronoco 

Township Zoning District Amendment #OR2009-001ZC by James Krudwig to rezone 23 acres in part of the SE ¼ of Section 20, Oronoco Township from the A-2 (Agricultural Protection) District to the A/RC (Agricultural/Resource Commercial) Land Intensive Low Impact Zoning District. The property address is 3928 100 Street NW, Oronoco, MN. 

Mr. Thein asked three times for comments for or against the Zoning Amendment. No one came forward.

Mr. Thein made a motion to close the Public Hearing, Mr. Lyke Seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

After discussion, Mr. Lyke made a motion to approve Oronoco Township Zoning

District Amendment #OR2009-001ZC based on Olmsted County Planning Staff findings. Mr. Stolp seconded, passed unanimous 3-0.

STAFF FINDINGS:
1. The property is located within an area designated as the Resource Protection Area on the Olmsted County General Land Use Plan.
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2. The property is currently zoned as the A-2 (Agricultural Protection) Zoning District with other agricultural districts surrounding the property.

3. The surrounding land uses are agricultural and there are existing mining operations nearby. The property is also adjacent to Highway 52.

4. At this time there is no use proposed other than the existing farmsteads that are currently there. When a use is proposed that is anything other than permitted, under Section 8.09.2, a Conditional Use Permit is required.

5. The surrounding land uses are agricultural and are mostly part of the A/RC (Agricultural/Resource Commercial) Zoning Districts. 

6. A Conditional Use Permit is required for any use that is not a permitted use within the A/RC (Agricultural/Resource Commercial) District. 

Mr. Stolp made a motion to adjourn, Mr. Thein seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

C. OLD BUSINESS:

1. Marla Culver Temporary Conditional Use Permit: Per Mr. Tjossem, as of November the trailer in question has been removed, making Ms. Culver in compliance.
 D. NEW BUSINESS:

1. Open Forum

No one came forward.

Discussion ensued regarding Lake Zumbro dredging project.
