MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING


SEPTEMBER 7, 2010
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on September 7, 2010 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke, treasurer Kim Stanton and the clerk were present.    

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the August 2, 2010 minutes, Mark Thein  seconded. Motion passed.
The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the year to date “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of August 31, 2010 receipts $268,989.68 and disbursements $205,787.63  with an ending balance of  $921,089.12.  Kim will be checking with Pine Island Bank regarding interest rates on Money Market and CD’s.  Mark Thein made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Richard Lyke seconded. Motion passed.
Mark Thein made a motion to accept the agenda with the addition of CAPX 2020 discussion. Neil Stolp seconded. Motion passed.    

There was not a report from OPAC-no August meeting. Richard Lyke and Page Collins postions need to be filled prior to the next meeting. A motion was made by Mark Thein to reappoint Richard Lyke and Page Collins to another term. Neil Stolp seconded. Motion passed.  

No report from the First Responders.   
Mark Thein made a motion to pay bills, Neil Stolp seconded. Motion passed. 
Bids for the blacktopping of Shorewood Lane NE & Shorewood Circle NE were opened and presented to the residents.

After discussion, Mark Thein made a motion to award the job to Rochester Sand & Gravel using the 4”top at $76,540.50 Neil Stolp seconded. Motion passed 3-0.
Mark will notify Rochester Sand & Gravel and Neil will notify Allen Schumacher to prepare the base work. Attorney, Fred Suhler will have to draw up the contract with the price and interest rate for the residents to sign. 

Several concerned residents were in attendance regarding CAPX2020. The proposed north route is not favorable to any of the residents and would like to see some

representation on their behalf. After a lengthy discussion, it was decided that in the resident’s best interest, an attorney specializing in environmental issues should be contacted.  Mark Thein made a motion to hire an attorney and Neil Stolp seconded. Motion passed 3-0. A special meeting will be held on September 20, with interested attorneys scheduling an interview starting at 6:00 PM and an open meeting to follow at 8:00 PM to make a decision on the most experienced attorney for the job of representing Oronoco Township residents regarding the CAPX2020 routes. 
Comments:

· Neil-Two animal bites reported to the Olmsted County Sheriff’s Dept. A cat bite near Premier Auto Glass and a dog bite in the Oronoco Trailer Court. 
· Neil-Plat Books are available for $35.00 each. He will pick up books for the board members and the OPAC member. 
· Neil-Report of junk on 102nd NW. Neil will call Randy Klennert with Olmsted County to check on the situation.

· Neil-a tree came down on Evergreen Drive

· Cravath Court-a tree is growing at the end of the culvert in the road right of way. Neil will notify Heartland Tree, Larry Zielsdorf, to remove the tree.

· Bruce Whetstone with Olmsted County has had an issue with a resident regarding re-addressing some of the backage roads. They have complained that the extension of Lake Shady Road has devalued their property. 

· Postier Point Road-Jim Rucker had requested that the growth of box elder trees and brush be cut. Rochester Township was supposed to take care of the growth with their wet cut mower. However, they did not get at it this summer and will do it next year. Allen Schumacher also suggested that Cedar Beach should be trimmed as well.

· Judy-received a call wondering if the weeds were going to be mowed between 100th and 102nd St. Neil thought they will be mowing once more this year. 

· Mark-received a complaint about a residence that does not have electricity and are running a generator for power. 
Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn, and Neil Stolp seconded. Passed 3-0.
