ANNUAL ORONOCO TOWNSHIP MEETING

MARCH 10, 2009 8:15 PM
The pledge of Allegiance was recited

The annual Oronoco Township meeting was called to order on March 10, 2009 at 8:15 PM by clerk, Judy Haglund. There were 8 people present. Paige Collins presided as moderator.

The Minutes were read from the March 11, 2008 Annual Meeting.  A motion was made by Ron Haglund to accept the minutes as read, Mark Thein seconded. Passed unanimous. 

The Treasurer’s Report was presented in written form.  Richard Tiede, treasurer, commented that revenue will be down for 2009, (aggregate fees, interest). He recommended leaving taxes the same as 2008 as well as the bounties. He recommended that the township consider doing a road project in 2009 since there are funds available in the Road & Bridge account. 
Mark Thein made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented. Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous.

The Proposed Budget was discussed. The “Money Raised by Tax upon Taxable Property” was appropriated as follows: General Revenue: Mark Thein made a motion to leave at $55,000.00. the same as 2008. Ron Haglund seconded. Motion passed unanimous. Road & Bridge: Richard Lyke made a motion to leave at $275,000.00, the same as 2008. Neil Stolp seconded. Motion passed unanimous. Fire and First Responders: Mark Thein made a motion to leave at $60,000.00, the same as 2008. Ron Haglund seconded. Motion passed unanimous. 
The election results are as follows: 12 voters. Supervisor, Richard Lyke 11 votes and Treasurer, Richard Tiede 12 votes. Mark Thein made a motion to accept the election results. Ron Haglund seconded. The motion passed unanimous. 

A motion was made by Mark Thein to set the voting hours for the annual meeting year 2010 at 5:00 PM-8:00 PM with the meeting following at 8:15 PM. Richard Lyke seconded. The motion passed unanimous. 

A motion was made by Richard Lyke to publish all legal ads in the Post Bulletin and continue to post the notices at the Oronoco City Hall bulletin board and the sign outside. Neil Stolp seconded. The motion passed unanimous. 

Neil Stolp made a motion the leave the bounty at $1.50 for Pocket Gophers, $.75 for Striped Gophers, and $.75 for moles. Mark Thein seconded. The motion passed unanimous. 

After discussion, a motion was made by Richard Lyke to dedicate $2,500.00 to the Oronoco Cemetery for repairs, maintenance, and restoration. Richard Tiede seconded. The motion passed unanimous. 
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After discussion, a motion was made by Mark Thein to continue to chloride all of the Oronoco Township gravel roads. Neil Stolp seconded. The motion passed unanimous. 

Paige Collins reviewed the annual written report from OPAC (Oronoco Planning Advisory Commission). OPAC continues to act as an advisory council to the Township Board in zoning matters and other issues concerning overall planning administration of Oronoco Township. 

There was discussion regarding the demise of the Old Town Hall Building. John Stolp is going to check with the Fire Department on regulations in the event it should be burned down. The Board will continue to discuss at the regular April monthly meeting. 

There was discussion regarding the acoustics in the upper meeting room at City Hall.  A motion was made by Mark Thein to have the clerk send a letter to the Oronoco City Clerk expressing interest in sharing the expense of modifying the room for acoustics and air conditioning. Ron Haglund seconded. The motion passed unanimous. 

 Neil Stolp reviewed the Pine Island Rural Fire Association budget. He also reviewed the new Pine Island Area Fire District Joint Powers Agreement. After discussion, Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the Pine Island Area Fire District Joint Powers Agreement, Richard Lyke seconded. The motion passed unanimous.

Ron Haglund made a motion to adjourn, Richard Tiede seconded. The motion passed unanimous.
