
MINUTES


MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING

AUGUST 3, 2009

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on August 3, 2009 at 7:00 PM by Chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Richard Lyke and Neil Stolp were present as well as treasurer Ron Fuller and the clerk.  

Richard Lyke made a motion to approve the July 6, 2009 minutes, Mark Thein seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. 

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of July 31, 2009 year to date receipts $247,071.68 and year to date disbursements  $405,042.38 with an ending balance of  $817,364.88. Property taxes were deposited July 15. Mark Thein made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Mark Thein made a motion to accept the agenda as presented. Neil Stolp seconded, passed unanimous 3-0.

OPAC did not have a July meeting-no discussion.

First Responders reported six calls in July-three in the city and three in the township.  

Mark Thein made a motion to pay bills, Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Matt Overby requested Mark Thein step down as chair during his discussion regarding the court appeals concerning the removal of his shed. Matt Overby and his mother had questions about the process that led to the court’s decision to remove the shed at Cedar Beach. Frederick Suhler, attorney for Oronoco Township, explained how and why Judge Jacobson ordered the removal of the shed and the Court of Appeal agreed with Judge Jacobson’s order. Overby’s had a petition of Cedar Beach resident’s approval to keep the shed. The Board did not accept the petition agreeing that the situation is a done deal according to the courts. Mark Thein resumed conducting the meeting.  Phil Wheeler, Olmsted County Planning, agreed to set up a meeting with the Overby’s to see if there would be any options available to them for rebuilding.

Phil Wheeler, Olmsted County Planning, explained the county’s position regarding the Township’s approval of Variance Request #OR2009-001VAR. Olmsted County Planning findings did not support approval of the variance, suggesting that the Capelle property should have gone to a Zone Change according to the Land Use Regulations. The decision was made by the Oronoco Township Board without any consultation with Frederich 
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Suhler, attorney. Phil also addressed Mark’s concerns regarding the county discontinuing  building-code enforcement and advised the board of the options the township can follow. 

The board will likely discuss at the September meeting. 

The City of Oronoco requested, by letter, a five-year extension of the existing Orderly Annexation Agreement. Mark Thein made a motion to approve the five-year extension, Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Comments:

· The Board presented Richard Tiede a plaque and a gift certificate thanking him for the more than 20 years of service as the treasurer of Oronoco Township. 

· Mark has received complaints on the grading on the Sunset Bay/Ryan’s Bay roads. Mark will call Kevin Kautz, Zumbro Township Chairman, to encourage more blading to keep it from being so rough. 

· Richard Lyke commented on the removal of the old town hall and the good job that Ron Haglund did on the grading of the site after it was burned down. 

Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn at 8:00 pm, Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.
