MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING

JUNE 1, 2009

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on June 1, 2009 at 7:00 PM by Chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke were present as well as treasurer Richard Tiede and the clerk.   

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the May 4, 2009 minutes, Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the Special Meeting, May 12, minutes. Richard Lyke seconded, passed unanimous 3-0.

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of May 31, 2009 year to date receipts $40,837.31 and year to date disbursements  $302,801.22 with an ending balance of  $713,371.67. The pull tab revenue from Party Cove and Fisherman’s Inn was discussed. According to the revenue sheets, it appears that the township was shorted two months revenue from Party Cove and Fisherman’s Inn, approximately $98.00. When the Mazeppa Fire Department renews their license, the revenue sheets will again be reviewed. Mark Thein made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Much to our disappointment, Richard Tiede has resigned and moved outside Oronoco Township. Neil Stolp made a motion to appoint Ron Fuller to fill the treasurer’s position until the annual March election. Richard Lyke seconded, passed unanimous 3-0. Richard Lyke made a motion to hire Richard Tiede as an advisor to Ron Fuller. Neil Stolp seconded, passed unanimous 3-0. Thanks Dick for the many years of devoted service to the township-you will certainly be missed by all of us on the board and the township residents. We wish you the best of luck and keep in touch. 

The agenda was set as presented.

OPAC did not have a May meeting-no discussion.

First Responders did not have a representative at the meeting. No report. 

Mark Thein made a motion to pay bills, Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

On May 12, 2009 a Special Meeting was held with Olmsted County Engineer, Mike Sheehan, to determine which contractor should be awarded the King’s Marina Project. The decision was made to give Jech Excavating the job.

Approval of findings on Variance #OR2009-001VAR has been tabled until the July meeting so Phil Wheeler can attend. 
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George Vallejo has been working on redesigning the township web site. It should be completed by the end of June. George reported 316 visits to the web site in May, 286 in April, and 101 in March.

Neil Stolp reported that the old town hall will be burned sometime around the middle of June. Pine Island Rural Fire Dept. will have an asbestos inspector check the building prior to burning. Pine Island Rural Fire Dept will conduct the burn and Oronoco Fire Dept. will use this opportunity as a training session. Ron Haglund will fill the hole and grade the site. 

Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn, Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.
