
MINUTES


MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING

NOVEMBER 2, 2009

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on November 2, 2009 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke and  treasurer Ron Fuller and the clerk were present.   

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the October 5, 2009 minutes, Richard Lyke  seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0. 

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of October 31, 2009 year to date receipts $255,882.45 and year to date disbursements $527,975.81 with an ending balance of  $703,242.22. All disbursements have been run through the bank, with bank balances matching CTAS. Ron explained receipt of checks from MN Dept of Finance for Real Estate and Ag Credit in the amounts of $2004.72 and $2146.38. Richard Lyke made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

The agenda was amended having attorney Fred Suhler as the next order of business. 

Attorney, Fred Suhler, explained that the certified letters he sent to Duane and Matthew Overby regarding the removal of their shed had been declined-they would not accept delivery of the letters. He advised the board that he should reaffirm the court order with Judge Jacobson and that law enforcement should be present when the removal of the shed takes place. Mark Thein made a motion to have Mr. Suhler move forward with the reaffirmed court order as suggested. Neil Stolp seconded, passed unanimous 3-0.

Mr. Suhler reported on the “road vacation” procedure on Oak Lodge Lane NE “White Bridge Subdivision”. He will sending letters of notification to the land owners. 

There was not an OPAC meeting in October, therefore, no report. 

Gwen with the First Responders reported 1 call in the city in October.  

Mark Thein made a motion to pay bills, Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

Jim Hasley with Party Cove requested a renewal of his liquor license. Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the annual On-Sale liquor license for Party Cove. Mark Thein seconded, passed unanimous 3-0.

Allen Schumacher Excavating, Inc. submitted a request of $2,500.00 guarantee for the months of December, January, February, and March to cover costs of being on demand 
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for snow removal. The amount would be a minimum payment and anything in excess of $2,500.00, the minimum, would be deducted from the next month’s bill. Richard Lyke made a motion to approve the request and Neil Stolp seconded. Passed unanimous 3-0.

The Old Townhall discussion was tabled until the December meeting.

The discussion for blacktop on Shorewood Lane and Shorewood Circle was tabled until the December meeting. 

Comments: 

Jim Bier, Olmsted County Commissioner, reported on what has been going on at 



County level. He also encouraged the board to get the best deal possible for the 


landowners in Oronoco Township regarding the Southern Rail Corridor, in the   
   
event Oronoco Township should be involved. He was not advocating either for or 


against the Southern Rail Corridor. 


Neil Stolp will go with Allen Schumacher to King’s Marina to look at the road on 


November 3, 2009.


Ron Fuller reminded the board that a CD at Pine Island Bank will come due on 


December 1st. He will check with the bank on the interest rate, and will renew 


if the rate is competitive.    

Mark Thein made a motion to adjourn, and Richard Lyke seconded. Passed 3-0.
