MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING


NOVEMBER 1, 2010
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on November 1, 2010 at 7:00 PM by chairman, Mark Thein.  Supervisors Neil Stolp and Richard Lyke, and treasurer Kim Stanton were present as well as the clerk.    

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the October 4, 2010 minutes, Richard Lyke  seconded. Motion passed.
The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the year to date “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of October 31, 2010 receipts $271,342.85 and disbursements $327,751.94  with an ending balance of  $801,477.98.  Mark Thein made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Neil Stolp seconded. Motion passed.
The agenda was set as presented    

There was not an OPAC meeting in September.
First Responders reported seven runs, five township and two city.    
Mark Thein made a motion to pay bills, Richard Lyke seconded. Motion passed. 
Old Business

Tabled from the October meeting, Don (Bill) Harreld requesting a cartway will be tabled until the December meeting. There has to be a Public Hearing, waiting for a letter from Mr. Moen. 
New Business

Liquor license renewals were presented by Fisherman’s Inn and Party Cove.

Neil Stolp made a motion to renew the Fisherman’s Inn license and Mark Thein seconded. Motion passed

Neil Stolp made a motion to renew Party Cove’s license and Mark Thein seconded. Motion passed.
Lynn Koenig, representing her parents Duane and DeLores Koenig, discussed with the board their concerns regarding the fence on the road right of way on County Rd 12  obstructing the flow of the waterway from their property. The fence was installed as a result of the Highway 52 project. The Koenigs were making the board aware of the 
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situation in the event there are problems in the future.  Table until December for further discussion.   
Karl Schuller had ordered installation of blacktop on the first 26’ of Oak Lodge Lane NE. He is in hopes that the Town Board will reimburse him for all or part of the blacktop. There was discussion and it was decided that each board member should look at the road to make a determination. Tabled until the December meeting. 

Comments: 

· The Woods and Meurer’s picked up several loads of trash from the flood along the river road. They were wondering if the Board would be willing to load a dump truck and haul it away. After discussion, it was agreed to have Allen Schumacher provide a truck and skid loader to pickup and haul away. 

· The Ryan’s Bay hill had washed as a result of the heavy rains. Allen Schumacher bladed the hill and should be turned into FEMA. There was a broken post/guard rail that Allen will fix. 

· Allen will be replacing a culvert on the Thompson Road. 

· There was discussion on the sink hole on the Thompson Road and the one on the Cedar Beach Road. There was discussion that the NRCS could be a source of cost share. 

· Kim Stanton questioned who he should contact when someone inquires about the special assessments balance on property. Property Records at the county should have that information. 

· The clerk will get all the additional costs to Fred Suhler for the Kings Marina blacktop project for their special assessments.    


Richard Lyke made a motion to adjourn, and Mark Thein seconded. Passed 3-0.
