
MINUTES


MONTHLY ORONOCO TOWNBOARD MEETING

OCTOBER 5, 2009

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The monthly Oronoco Townboard Meeting was called to order on October 5, 2009 at 7:00 PM by Richard Lyke, filling in as chairman.  Supervisor Neil Stolp and treasurer Ron Fuller and the clerk were present. Mark Thein was absent.  

Neil Stolp made a motion to approve the September 8, 2009 minutes, Richard Lyke  seconded. Passed unanimous 2-0. 

The Treasurer’s report in written form showed the “Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances” as of September, 2009 year to date receipts $251,136.34 and year to date disbursements $511,924.70 with an ending balance of  $714,547.22. All disbursements have been run through the bank, with balances matching CTAS. Neil Stolp made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 2-0.

The agenda was accepted as presented. 

Richard Lyke reported on the September OPAC meeting. There was discussion on changing the language in the Planning book. Also, discussion on the state policy on variance requests from five items/reasons to 15 reasons. 

Gwen with the First Responders reported 11 calls in September-five in the city and six in the township.  

Neil Stolp made a motion to pay bills, Richard Lyke seconded. Passed unanimous 2-0.

Tabled from the October meeting, Karl Schuller, representing the residents of Oak Lodge Lane NE, presented a request from Jim Hasley, Chuck Emery, Mike Meyer and himself, that the Oak Lodge Lane NE right of way be changed from 90’ to 66’. Attorney, Fred Suhler has been contacted. There will be court fees and possibly a public hearing with approximately four or more hours in attorney fees. There will need to be a Certificate of Survey.  Richard Lyke made a motion to approve the request to change the Oak Lodge Lane NE Right-of-Way from 90 feet to 66 feet, with the petitioned residents paying all necessary fees. Neil Stolp seconded. Passed 2-0. 

Neil Stolp reported that Peoples Coop have not moved the pole at King’s Marina, but they are cutting trees, which should indicate that it will be moved soon. When Allen Schumacher Construction changes the culvert going into Oak Lodge Lane NE, he was asked to widen the approach going into Shorewood Lane.  Now that the King’s Marina 
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Bridge project is completed, the residents of Shorewood Lane and Shorewood Circle NE presented their petition to blacktop. Tabled until the November meeting to discuss procedure. 

Update on the Compliance with Court Order, Duane Overby: Attorney, Fred Suhler has sent a letter by certified mail to Duane Overby and Matthew Overby requesting the removal of the structure illegally constructed by 11:59 pm December 7, 2009. If they do not comply, the Township, under the authority of Judge Jacobson’s order, will remove the structure at the Overby’s expense. 

Neil Stolp reported on the Pine Island Area Fire District meeting. The Joint Powers Agreement between the Townships of Milton, New Haven, Oronoco, Pine Island, and Roscoe has been finalized. Pat Pike presented each board member with bound copies of the Pine Island Area Fire District Joint Powers Agreement. 

Comments: 

· Neil mentioned a complaint to Allen Schumacher regarding a cement driveway on 

11th  that has a bladed hump on the driveway. Allen will address the situation. 

· The Board asked Allen Schumacher if would be plowing the cemetery lot. Allen 

will look at it and respond to the cemetery board.   

· Barry Befort brought gopher feet for bounty. A check will be sent after the Nov.4 


meeting. 

Neil Stolp made a motion to adjourn, and Richard Lyke seconded. Passed 2-0.
